I. Summary 
1. General Information
A. Goals of the Governor’s It’s On Us PA Campaign
In an effort to increase awareness, education, and resources to combat sexual assault, Governor Tom Wolf launched the “It’s On Us PA” campaign on January 29, 2016, inviting education leaders, and all Pennsylvanians, to be part of the solution to protect students from sexual violence. The campaign’s goals are to: 
1. Improve awareness, prevention, reporting, and response systems regarding sexual violence in schools, colleges and universities to better serve all students. 

2. Remove/reduce barriers that prevent survivors of sexual violence from reporting and/or accessing vital resources by creating a more consistent, empowering reporting process for student survivors of gender based violence. 

3. Demonstrate significant, proactive, and sustainable leadership to change campus culture by challenging Pennsylvania’s education leaders – including college and university presidents, superintendents – as well as students, teachers, faculty, staff, families, and communities to pledge to improve their institutions’ climate. 
With this announcement, Pennsylvania became the first state to launch an “It’s On Us” campaign, building off the momentum of the national campaign launched in 2014 by President Obama and Vice President Biden. In an effort to continue the campaign’s progress, Governor Wolf successfully advocated for funding in the 2016-17 state budget to support postsecondary institutions’ sexual violence prevention, reporting, and response efforts. 

B. Grant Program Purpose 
The purpose of the Governor’s It’s On Us PA Grant Program is to assist postsecondary institutions by providing funding for initiatives that are aligned to the It’s On Us PA campaign goals (see above). Specifically, the purpose of this grant is to fund programs which address campus sexual assault in the following areas: 
1. Improve institutional awareness and training. Develop, improve, or implement awareness and prevention education curricula or campus-wide training for students, faculty, and staff, including, but not limited to, institutional awareness campaigns to improve understanding of the reporting process and available on- and off-campus resources for survivors of sexual assault. 

2. Increase mechanisms and capacity for reporting. Develop, improve, or increase mechanisms for anonymous reporting and/or improve institutional capacity to collect data to meet federal and state reporting requirements. 

3. Improve institutional response to sexual violence. Develop or improve structures to make students aware of available resources, students’ rights, and/or institutional response protocols for supporting students who have experienced sexual violence. 
C. Eligible Programs
The following programs or activities will be considered for funding: 
1. Programming which enhances the creation and adoption of curricula, comprehensive prevention strategies, and/or campus-wide training for students, faculty, and staff, including evidence-based awareness and/or prevention programs that address healthy relationship skills, programs that promote healthy relationships, and/or programs that reduce social norms/attitudes that facilitate sexual violence. 

2. Institutional campaigns to raise awareness and understanding of the reporting process and resources available to and rights of survivors of sexual violence. 

3. Initiatives which seek to create, adopt, or enhance curricula, to provide programming or increase awareness of sexual assault. 

4. Programs which seek to develop or improve structures and the delivery modes used to enhance awareness of available resources, students’ rights, and/or institutional response protocols for supporting students. 

5. Programs which seek to develop, improve, or increase mechanisms for anonymous reporting by survivors of sexual violence. 

6. Efforts to improve institutional capacity to collect data to meet federal and state reporting requirements. 
D. Applicant Eligibility
Applications will be accepted directly from individual postsecondary institutions in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, including independent institutions of higher education, public institutions of higher education, and state-related institutions, as defined in section 2001-C of the Public School Code of 1949, as amended (24 P.S. §20-1001-C). 

E. Deadline
A completed application must be received by PDE’s Office of Postsecondary and Higher Education by 11:59 pm ET on October 15, 2016. There will be no extensions of this deadline. Applications received by the Office of Postsecondary and Higher Education after this deadline will not be considered for funding. 
F. Funding
The Governor’s It’s On Us PA Grant Program is funded from the enacted FY 2016 state budget (“Higher Education Assistance” line item in Education). Applicants may apply for up to $30,000.  
Funding requests can include a combination of any of the eligible programs described above, or that meet the goals of the Governor’s It’s On Us PA Grant Program.

Priority will be given to proposals that focus on addressing the goals of the Governor’s It’s On Us PA Grant Program, institutions that have taken the It’s On Us PA pledge, and institutions that are in compliance with reporting requirements in section 2001-G of the Public School Code of 2010, “Sexual Violence Education at Institutions of Higher Education.” 

G. Selection Criteria
This is a competitive grant program; applications will be selected for funding based on eligibility, project narratives, budget goals and budget narratives, objectives, and other criteria, as outlined in the Governor’s It’s On Us PA Grant Program Request for Applications and this application form. The Secretary of Education, in consultation with members of the Governor’s Office, will establish a selection committee to review and score complete applications. 

H. Grant Period
If awarded, the grant period will cover the time period from November 15, 2016, until June 1, 2017.

I. Notification Process
Applicants selected for funding will receive a final award notification and grant agreement on or before November 1, 2016. This notification will be sent to the individual(s) identified as project director(s) for the applicant. Signed grant agreement documents must be received via email to ra-edItsOnUsPA@pa.gov by no later than November 15, 2016. 

2. Application Instructions
A. Applications for the 2016-2017 Governor’s It’s On Us PA Grant Program will be created, submitted, and collected through a digital application process. 

B. Only one proposal will be accepted from each postsecondary institution and no guarantee is made to any applicant. Applicants may not join together to apply as a consortium.

C. Eligible postsecondary institutions may complete their applications using this form, or may submit their electronic application using a different document format. Application Narrative may not exceed five (5) pages; Budget Narrative and supplemental information and attachments are not included in this page limit.

D. Applications that do not include all of the required information as stated on the application will not be considered for funding.

E. All applicants are encouraged to follow the Governor’s It’s On Us PA Grant Program Request for Applications (RFA). 

F. Completed applications and relevant supplementary materials must be submitted via email by no later than 11:59 p.m. on October 15, 2016. Application submissions should be sent to ra-edItsOnUsPA@pa.gov.
