Grade Level: 5th Grade 
Approximate Time: Two 45-minute class periods
Big Ideas:
· Comprehensive planning leads to effective career decisions.
Essential Questions:
· What is the purpose of collecting information for a career portfolio?
· What kinds of information can help me develop my plan for a satisfying and successful career?
Vocabulary
· Volunteer - A person who freely offers to take part in an enterprise or undertake a task
· Achievement - A thing done successfully, typically by effort, courage, or skill
Rationale
	In order for one to become a success in school and in a career, students need to learn the value of developing a career plan that fits each student’s personal characteristics and will lead to a successful work life in the future. To develop this plan, goals need to be identified that are practical, achievable, meaningful and most important individualized to the strengths and interests of each student.
To help ensure that the plan is successful and can be used throughout their lives, students need to develop a career portfolio that collects the data they will need to identify their goals and pursue a satisfying career. Part of this data involves keeping track of their achievements, awards and recognitions. Even at an early age these are an indication of a student’s interests and abilities and can be used to help a student develop goals for their career plan that will lead them to a successful career.

	Objective 2 - Students will read a career related story to an elementary student and summarize their volunteering experience on a graphic organizer with 100% accuracy on the rubric.

	Pre-Lesson
	You will need to coordinate a date with another elementary teacher for your students to come to their classroom to read to his/her elementary students. You will also need to retrieve pre-selected career texts that will be read by your students.

	Introduction
	As a class, view a short YouTube clip that inspires your students to volunteer. After the video is complete, introduce what it is the students will be doing for the lesson.

	Activity
	Have the students take one class period to go and read to younger elementary students in order to fulfill a volunteering requirement. Your students will read a short career related story to their younger counterparts. Your students can read to one or two of the younger students. The younger student(s) will then share with your student(s) one career they would like to have when they grow up. Have your students write it down on their organizer and then allow them to complete the rest of their organizer on their own. Distribute and review the contents of the rubric and organizer with the students making sure they understand each criterion.

	Objective 3- Students will identify any of their achievements/ awards/ recognitions thus far and those they hope to accomplish in middle school with 100% accuracy on the rubric.

	Introduction
	Your students will discuss with a partner the following question, “What does a successful person look like and what do they do?” Give them roughly two minutes to discuss this question. Go around the room and write down some of the descriptions your students identify on the board.  Brainstorm with your students for about five minutes and then explain to them that you would now like them to think about their current successes and also ones they have for themselves in the future.
	

	


	Activity

	Distribute the organizer to students. Have them fill out any boxes that they are able to complete. The students will recall any past achievements/awards/recognitions they may have received up to this point in their life.  After they complete that portion, they will need to set goals they have in terms of gaining achievements/awards/recognitions before they leave middle school/8th grade. As a class, make sure to review the rubric so that each student understands all of the criteria.

Formative Assessment
To establish the meaning of personal life successes the teacher is required to brainstorm, with the class, descriptions of a successful person. This allows the teacher to provide feedback to the type of appropriate successes students need to identify for themselves so that they can add them to their career portfolio.
Suggested Instructional Strategies

WHERE TO
	W
	This lesson guides students in setting up an e-portfolio and allows them to begin compiling essential documents that they can use throughout their middle and high school years to guide them in their career pathway. This lesson will give students some experience in volunteering and encourages them to volunteer in their community. It also guides them in documenting their current successes and plans for things they would like to accomplish in the near future.

	H
	This lesson provides the opportunity for students to become familiar with and understand the ideas of volunteerism and having goals. By completing the graphic organizers, the students will be introduced to the concept of helping others in their community and why having a list of achievements/awards/recognitions will only better their chances of obtaining a successful career. The video will further reinforce the selfless feeling one gets from helping others. This lesson will also allow the students to feel a sense of leadership while working with students that are younger than they are.

	E
	Students will gain the required information through working with younger students and documenting their experience. They will also gain the required information by documenting accomplishments they have gained up to this point in their lives, and also what they would like to accomplish at a later point in their lives. The experiences and goal setting skills will help the students want to become well-rounded individuals.

	R
	Reflection is essential in this lesson. In the first activity, the students must reflect on what they enjoyed the most about working with younger students. In the second activity the students must reflect on their successes thus far and what other accomplishments they hope to have in their e-portfolio by the time they leave middle school. In both instances, the students must carefully examine who they are as individuals, and make the choice as to who it is they would like to be.

	E
	Students will exhibit their understanding by completing their set up of their e-portfolio and the completion of both of their graphic organizers. The students will also exhibit their understanding by partaking in the activity centered on volunteerism. By also having the students think about goal-setting for their future, they are exhibiting an understanding that goal setting isn’t something that is done once in their lives, it’s a continuous process which should remain with them through adulthood.

	T
	This lesson offers a myriad of activities that range from individual work to working with others. Individual work will take place while completing the organizers and set up of their e-portfolio. A whole group/paired discussion will take place when the students discuss what a successful person looks like while the teacher facilitates brainstorming. Shared learning will take place when the students read to the younger elementary students.

	O
	The video will motivate the students to get out there and help their fellow community members. The provided graphic organizers: My Successes and Volunteer Organizer will assist the student in working with younger students and goal setting. One random act of kindness can go a long way. The rubrics will provide the standards by which their volunteerism and successes components will be assessed.
